
Frequently Asked Questions on City of Kent Zoning Map 
 
 
 
 
I’m having trouble viewing your map on my screen, or printing your map. Can you give me 
any advice on working with PDF map files? 
 
Yes, if you’re not familiar with downloading PDF files, we can give you a number of tips that might 
help.

What is the significance of zoning? 
 
Zoning identifies the kind of land uses that typically would be permitted in an area. It is a fair and 
consistent way that the city can plan for various types of development, without having undue 
negative impacts on the existing neighborhoods and property owners. The information can be used 
in two ways. If you’re interested in a specific property, you can determine what types of 
development would be allowed there – as well as minimum lot sizes and similar restrictions. 
Second, if you have a specific project in mind, it’s possible to scan quickly across the city for areas 
that would be appropriate. 
 
When I’ve found the zone for my property, how do I learn what its restrictions or conditions 
will be? 
 
You can view a table of acceptable land uses, minimum lot sizes, and other similar considerations 
by downloading our City of Kent Zoning Code (Chapter 15 of the Kent City Code). 
 
Can zones be changed, or zoning restrictions waived? 
 
Yes, as conditions change throughout the city, zones are occasionally changed. City planners will 
assess the benefits and drawbacks of a proposed zoning change, and present a proposal to the 
City Council. Zoning requirements also can be waived by the city’s Hearing Examiner, although 
such waivers are rare.
